Established in 1990, the South Palm Beach County Women’s

Coaches will teach players everything they need to know, 
from basic skills to court positioning, technique, strategy, and 
scoring. Registration for each session is required 24 hours before 
the class start time. You must book your reservation on our 
website and pay in advance to participate. Cost is $30 per person.

Dink Master League: This is the first Pickleball League in 
Palm Beach County with no age restrictions and a unique format. 
Created by our Director of Racquets and other local Directors of 
distinguished communities in the area, the ultimate goal of Dink 
Master is to provide fun competitive pickleball for residents, while 

representing their respective communities. Residents of Lotus 
are having a great time developing new friendships, improving 
their game, and playing quality matches in the neighborhood and 
surrounding clubs. We currently offer this program for a variety of 
levels, including Division 1, 2 and a women’s only division.  

The Lotus Junior Program: Designed as an 8-week program 
to ensure commitment, quality, and improvement. To register 
you must select at least one day per week for the entire 8-week 
session when you complete your booking. It needs to be the same 
day(s) each week over the course of the 8-week program. Upon 
conclusion of the first session, if you have had rain-outs that you 
were unable to reschedule or a notified illness, classes can be 
carried over to the next session.
